Dates: Saturday 9/20/08, Sunday 9/21/08, Sunday 9/28/08

Location:  Coldwater Golf Club, Avondale, AZ

Format: Match Play

Tee times: Begin at 7:30 on each of the three days (7:00 a.m. registration on Day 1)

THE FIELD:

Field size is limited to the first 16 female entrants. Entrant must be an AWGA member in good
standing. Priority will be given to WWGA members in the event of a full field.

The field will be split into two flights determined by player indexes as of September 1, 2008.

Beginning this year, both flights will be handicapped according to the following:

- All players must play to a maximum course handicap of 30.0. If a player’s handicap is
greater than 30.0, she may still enter but will only receive a course handicap of 30.

- In matches with a course handicap difference of 5 of greater, the player with the higher
course handicap will be awarded 60% of the difference. These “pops” will be awarded
according to the handicap of each hole. (No pops awarded if difference is 4 or less.)

- Forinstance: If Agnes has a course handicap of 5 and she is playing Mabel with a course
handicap of 15, Mabel will receive 6 strokes allotted on the 6 hardest holes. (15-5 = 10x.6 = 6)

All players are guaranteed two matches (subject to byes if necessary): one on each of
day 1 and 2. A field event will be available on day 3 for players who lose their matches on
day 2 (and thus out of match play).

USGA-approved measuring devices are permissible. Caddies are not allowed. Spectators must
remain well clear of play and refrain from conversing with the competitors during the play of a
round. Spectators found to be conversing with a competitor will be deemed to be giving advice to
the competitor and the player will be subject to the penalty defined in Rule 8 of the Rules of Golf.
(This is consistent with AWGA policy.)

COST: $35 green fees are due at the pro shop on each day of play. A separate
registration fee of $30 ($40 non-WWGA members) must be submitted payable to
WWGA with the entry form at the bottom of this flyer to:

Flight A/B Match 9: winner of Match 7 vs. winner of Match 8 — Consolation Winner

Flight A/B Match 10: winner of Match 5 vs. winner of Match 6 — Flight Winner and Runner Up
Flight A/B losers of Match 5, 6, 7 and 8 are in field competition
